He
worked in many capacities in the Alton Police Department, in a part-time
capacity working as both a jailer and a prison transporter before retiring a
second time. His commitment to protecting and serving others was
unwavering, and he took great pride in his work. 

 

He
was a proud father, grandfather, great-grandfather, and friend—a “forever
officer” whose legacy of service and strength will not be forgotten.
